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Google Voice is a free program that you can use your computer to call and talk to any phone in the U.S. & Canada free.  You can also call other countries for a fee.

You have to have a Google email account to use this program. 

You need a microphone and speakers or a headset with both.

Go to www.Google.com and click on more, at the bottom of the drop down menu click on even more.

Scroll down and click on “Voice”.

On the lower left click on Watch the videos to learn about all the features of the Voice program.

You can create an account from this the Google Account sign in page

If you have an account then sign in to your Google account.

On the left side of the page, click on the green Call phone handset. 

Click on download the voice plugin  Note: The computer you are using has to have the voice plugin.
Click install voice & video chat.
Click Run
IE Security Warning, click Run
Click Restart Browsers Now

Now click on the green Call Phone handset on the left side of the page.

To make a call, all numbers have to start with a 1 then the area code followed by the number.

Then click Call.

Click End when you are done talking.

For a new number you just called, click on the Call Phone and then click on the $0.00.
On the dropdown menu click History.

Click Add and enter the name of the person and enter if it is a Home, Work or Mobile phone.  

Then click Create/Add
To Make a Call to a Person in Your List

Click on the icon that looks like a clock and then click on the person’s number.

To Remove a Person or Number

 In History put a check mark in the box and click Delete.  This moves it to Trash.

In the Trash you can delete Forever or Undelete to make the number active again.
