Today I hope to enlighten you about Search Engines and Web Browsers.
When you first got your Windows Based Computer it came with a way of connecting to the World Wide Web. In fact many of you bought your computer with the distinct purpose of accessing the Internet. Usually this was with Internet Explorer. The reason for using IE it is a Windows product and came pre loaded on your computer. If you want to use a different Web Browser you still need to get on line to download the Browser so you still need IE to do that. It use to be you received free CD's from AOL, Netscape and many other companies with their version of a Browser on them. 
What is the difference between a Browser and a Search Engine?
You need a Browser in order to use a Search Engine. 
Many of you using IE are using Google Search to search for things on the Web. Others may be using BING or Yahoo or some other Search Engine. 
The first Browser was built in 1990. Today there are 6 major Browsers and another 4% other Browsers of less importance. Of the Top 6, IE is still the most used, followed by Google Chrome, Firefox, Safari, Opera and Android. Currently Google Chrome is the Fastest Browser with Firefox close behind in speed. 
The first Search Engine was started in 1993. A couple of years behind the Browser. 
Google Search Engine has been around since 1998, Yahoo Search 2004 and Bing 2009. There have been dozens of others and there are still over 30 Active Search Engines. 
Many users of IE have Google Search as the Search Engine. Here in or Computer Lab we use Google. Why? Well until recent times, IE did not offer a built in search engine, now you automatically get BING, another Windows product.
One of the questions many people ask is “How come my Default Browser change to Google or my Search Engine changed to Bing?”

Also, we now download most of the programs and software we use from the Web, much of it free or at a small cost. How do the software providers offer it for free? There is usually as check box in the set up of the program asking you to allow Google Search Engine as your Default Search Engine or Google as your Default Browser? 
If you do not remove check the box, the next time you go to your Browser, you will find Google as the Search engine. The reason for this is that Google pays for the placement of that link. It is only pennies, but it adds up to the Software manufacture and it drives business to Google.  
When you use any Search Engine for finding things or asking questions, you will be clicking on links to businesses or ads placed in the search results. Each click brings revenue to the Search Engine Company. It may be only a part of a cent, but it all adds up with the number of people using the Web 24 hours a day worldwide.
