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What is a PDF file: It is a file format designed to preserve fonts, images, graphics, and formatting of an original application file.
What is needed to make PDF files?  You need 2 small free programs, PDF Cute Writer and a PDF converter.

Remember to set a Restore Point before installing any program.

The link is http://www.cutepdf.com/Products/CutePDF/writer.asp  but the easiest way is below.

Go to Google, in the search box type “Free Cute PDF” and click Search.

Click on the entry CutePDF – The free PDF Converter, Convert to PDF for free, Free

Make sure it says http://www.cutepdf.com/Products/CutePDF/writer.asp  

If it the correct site when the PDF Writer window opens, look on the left side, click on Free Download.

Click Run
After it is downloaded, click Run again.

Click Next
Put the dot in I Accept and click Next.

Click Install
When the PDF Write Setup box opens, click Yes to install the PDF converter.

A black window will open and close, that is normal.

A “Using CutePDF Writer to create PDF documents window opens, read and close.

Note: If the converter doesn’t install go back to the site and on the left side below the Free Download click on “Free Converter” and install it.

Note: You need Adobe Reader for this program to work.

Remember to set a Restore Point before installing any program.

If you don’t have it go to Google and in the search box type “Adobe Reader”

Click on the Adobe - Adobe Reader, Free PDF viewer download.

Click on Download Now
Click Run to install it

How to use PDF Cute Writer

Have the document open then click File and Print
Under the printer name, click the down arrow and select Cute PDF writer and click OK
With Vista, click on the Save As button in the Taskbar.

Select where you want the document to go.  

Example: Desktop, then give the file a name if it doesn’t have one and click Save.

It will be saved as a PDF file.

With XP & Windows 7 everything is the same except the window opens automatically, you don’t have to click the Save As button in the Taskbar. 

To Print

To print open the document, click File and Print.

Check to make sure your printer is selected.
