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Internet Explorer 8 looks about the same as IE 7.  You have no Menu bar, items are arranged differently and some of the icons look different.  

Internet Explorer 8 icon also has a ring around the Blue E

Click the Internet Explorer icon to launch Internet Explorer, your Home page will come up; it has many Links on it that you can use.  

Select a Link
Position the mouse over a highlighted word or image of interest, the mouse arrow changes to a hand when over the link.  Click on the word or image to display the linked Web page.
IE 8 has an extra toolbar called the Favorites bar.

IE 8 Address Bar

Move Through Web Pages

To the left of the address sign in box are the Back & Forward arrows.  

These arrows are grayed out until a Web site is open.  

Click the Back arrow to return to the last Web page you viewed.

Click the Forward arrow to move forward through the Web pages you have viewed.
To the right of the Back & Forward arrows, is a Down arrow.  

Clicking the Down Arrow opens the recently visited menu.  

Clicking on any item on the list opens its web page. 

From this menu you can also click History, which you can use to go to previous visited web sites.

Display a Specific Web Page
Click in the Address box to highlight the current Web page address, when the address turns blue you can start typing; you don’t have to delete the old address. Example: www.mesasos.com and press Enter or click the Arrow to the right of the Address box. 

Once the web page is open the button changes to 2 Arrows and is now the Refresh button.

As you start typing a drop down menu appears, Internet Explorer remembers the addresses of Web pages that you recently visited.  You can select one of these addresses to quickly redisplay a Web page. 

Refresh a Web Screen

By clicking the Refresh icon you can update Web page information displayed on your screen. 

Internet Explorer will transfer a fresh copy of the Web page to your computer.

Stop Transfer Of Information

Clicking the Red X button stops the downloading. If a Web page is taking a long time to appear on your screen, you can stop the transfer and try it later.

Status bar at the bottom of the page: The green bar shows the loading status.

Search Box
The next address box to the right can be used to search different Web browsers (Search engines), such as Google or Yahoo for information.

Type in an item you want to search and click the Magnifying Glass icon.  

I have Google set as my default, so it will search Google.  

To search other sites, click the down arrow to the right. Click any of the sites in the drop down menu that you have setup to do other searches.

Note: With IE8 you do not need other search engines toolbars. 

Add-ons (Setup the Instant Search Box)

Click the down arrow to the right of the magnifying class, in the drop down menu, click Find More Providers.

When you find the provider you want to add, in the Add-ons Gallery: Search Provider window, click on Add to Internet Explorer.
An Add Search Provider window opens, click Add.

Add Your Own Search Sites

Open the Web browser (Search engine) you want to add.

In the search area, type TEST (All capital letters) and click Go.

Highlight and Copy the Web browser address.

Click the down arrow to the right of the magnifying class, in the drop down menu, click Find More Providers
Scroll to the bottom of the page and click Create your own Search Provider. 

In “Create your own Search Provider” step 3, paste the Web browser address.

Give it a name and click Install Search Provider.

Click Add..

Note: if it doesn’t have the word TEST in the address, it can’t be added.

Delete Web Browser from the list
Click the down arrow to the right of the magnifying class, in the drop down menu, 

Click Manage Search Providers 

Select (Highlight) the one to be removed.

Click Remove & click Close.

Set New Default
Click the down arrow to the right of the magnifying class, in the drop down menu, 

Click Manage Search Providers
Select (Highlight) the one to be made the new default

Click Set Default & click Close
IE 8 Toolbar Items and Icons

Star Icon 

Favorites: Opens a list of your Favorite Web pages, click the favorite Web page you want to open.
Favorite Folders: Clicking on the folder opens a drop down menu, clicking a favorite will open it.

Note: Clicking the arrow to the right of the folder opens all of its favorites; they open in Tab group section. 

Click the “Add to Favorites” opens the window to add site to your Favorites list.

Clicking the down arrow by the “Add to Favorites” and it opens a drop down menu.  From this menu you can import or export favorites plus organize them.
History: From here you can also view History, this is a history of Web sites you have visited.  

Clicking on one will open the Web site.

Clicking the down arrow to the right of History opens a menu that allows you to search the history:

By Date

By Site

By Most visited 

By Order of visited today 

Search History (Type in the Web site name to search)

Feeds: Feeds that are setup can be viewed and clicking on a Feed link will open and refresh it.

Star with the Green Plus Icon: 

Add web page to favorites Bar.

Clicking this icon will put the open web site on the Favorite bar.

Note: when web sites are added to the Favorite Bar every time you open Internet Explorer it opens these web sites.

To remove web site from Favorite bar, right click on it and click delete.
What Do You Want to do Next Window

When you click the Tab button this window opens giving you several options.

1. Reopen closed tabs: Click Reopen Last Browsing Session.  This open the web sites that you had open the last time you used Internet Explorer.

2. Browse with InPrivate: This allows you to browse the web without storing data about your browsing session.

Click on Open an InPrivate Browsing window.

To turn off InPrivate Browsing, close this browser window.

3. Use an Accelerator: When you select (Highlight) a word or section of a web page the Accelerator icon appears.  It is a small blue box with an arrow.  Clicking the icon opens a menu with several options.

All Accelerators: Selecting this opens the menu with all your search sites.  You can search the web using anyone of them.

Home Icon: clicking takes you to your home page.

To Change Your Home Page 

Clicking the down arrow by the Home icon opens a menu, you can add or change your home page.

You can also remove home pages.

Another way to Change your Home Page 

Click the down arrow by the Tools icon and click Internet options, click Use current to set the Web page displayed on your screen as your new home page, then click OK.

Note: If you are using a dial-up connection you may want to change it to “Blank” as it loads much faster.
Feeds Icon
A feed, also known as RSS feed, XML feed, syndicated content, or web feed, is frequently updated content published by a website. It is usually used for news and blog websites, but can also be used for distributing other types of digital content, including pictures, audio or video.
News agencies and other dynamic sites now offer a service called RSS Feeds or RSS. With RSS Feeds the website can feed or download information such as top headlines, current travel discounts, sports scores, and other timely content throughout the day to subscribers. 

What are the benefits of using RSS?
RSS is an easy way for you to be alerted when content that interests you appears on your favorite Web sites. Instead of visiting a particular Web site to browse for new articles and features, RSS automatically tells you when something new is posted online.

If the Feed button [image: image1.png]


in Internet Explorer lights up, it means that the site offers RSS feeds. Click the icon to see the feed and, if you want, subscribe to have the feed automatically sent to your computer. When you click the subscribe button [image: image2.png]


, the feed is automatically added to the Favorites Center and to the Common Feed List for sharing with other programs. 

Web Slice

Web Slices are snippets of the entire web page that a user can subscribe to.
Web Slices will be kept updated by the browser automatically, and can be viewed directly from the Favorites bar, complete with graphics and visuals.
A Web Slice enables users to subscribe to content directly within a Web page; a separate feed file is not required as with RSS Feeds.

Printer Icon

Click the Print icon to print the Web page.

Clicking the down arrow by the printer icon opens a drop down menu that allows you to open Print Preview, with its toolbar and many options. 

From here you can also open the Page Setup window.

Click the Tools and go to Toolbars, on the slide out menu put a check mark on toolbars you want to show or remove checkmark to hide toolbar.

Add Additional Icons to the Toolbar 

Click the Tools and go to Toolbars, click Customize.

On the left side under “Available toolbars buttons,” select the icon you want. Example: “Read mail”

Click Add and then click Close.

Now the icon is on the toolbar, but it may not show.  Go to the gray dotted vertical line on the toolbar.

When you get the double black arrow, click and drag to the left to expose the hidden icons.

Note: You can change icon position on the toolbar while in the “Current toolbar button” section by dragging and dropping.

2 arrows  (To the right of the Tools icon) click them to open a menu that contains the Help Menu

Padlock: When you have entered a secure site, the padlock icon will appear to the right of the address box.
Red shield with an X:  Know Phishing site.  Shield will appear to the right of the address box.
Gold shield with an explication point (!): Is a suspected site. Shield will appear to the right of the address box.

Settings

Show Menu Bar

Click the down arrow by the Tools icon and go to Toolbars, on the slide out menu put a check mark on Menu.
Note: To temporarily display the Menu bar, press the Alt key.  Pressing it again hide the Menu bar.

Delete Web Page History (Cookies, Temp. Files, etc)

Click Safety and then Delete Browsing History
The Delete browsing window opens, from here you can selectivity delete: Temporary Internet files, Cookies, History, Form Data, Passwords and InPrivate Filtering data.

Put a check mark next to the category of information you want to delete and hen click Delete.

Preserve Favorite Website Data

Putting check mark here keep cookies & temporary Internet files that enables your favorite websites to retain preferences and display faster.

Note: Close Internet Explorer when you’re done to clear cookies that are still in memory from your current browsing session.

Note: Deleting all browsing history does not delete your list of favorites or subscribed feeds.
Change Search Defaults

Click Tools and then click Internet Options.
In General, under Search, click Settings
Select the one you want as your default, click Set Default and OK.

To remove one site from the list, select it, click Remove and OK.

Tabbed Browser Settings

Click Tools and then click Internet Options.
In General, under Tabs, click Settings.

Put check mark in “Warn me when closing multiple tabs” and click OK. 

Reset Internet Explorer Settings

You should only use this if your browser is in an unusable state.

Click Tools
Click Internet Options
Click Advanced
Under Reset Internet Explorers Setting, click Reset.

This deletes all temporary files, disables browser add-ons and resets all the changed settings.  

You have to start over with all the Internet Explorer settings.

Close and open Internet Explorer.

Welcome to IE8 opens, click Next.

Put dot in: Yes, Turn on suggested sites.

Put dot in: Use Express Settings and click Finish.
Automatically empty the Temporary Internet Files each time you close Internet Explorer

Open Internet Explorer, click on Tools and then click on Internet Options. 

Click on the Advanced tab.

On the advanced page, there is a long list of settings. Scroll down the list until you come to the Security section.

About halfway down the security settings, you will see an option named, Empty Temporary Internet Files folder when browser is closed. 

Put a check mark in front of that setting and click OK .
