Default Programs

A default program is the program that Windows uses when you open a particular type of file, such as a music file, an image, or a webpage.

Go www.Microsoft.com then type win 7 default programs and click on Search Microsoft.com icon.

Click Change which programs Windows uses by default and watch the video. 

Note: Video may not be at the top of the list.

Help and Support

Type subject in the Search help box

Example: type mouse and press Enter.  A list of options opens, click on an option to get detailed instructions.

Turn off programs that start when you start your computer

Click Start and click Run

Type msconfig and click OK
Click Startup
Take check marks out of programs you don’t want to start when you start your computer.

Click Apply and OK
Click Restart
Calibrate your screen

Click Start and type DCCW and press Enter.

Click to open Display Color Calibration

In Display Color Calibration, click Next

Use Display Color Calibration to adjust color settings
