Windows Media Player is a way to Play, Rip, Burn and Sync music from your CD’s, Records and Tapes or online Music downloads. It is fairly simple to learn and use.

Sync - Way of copying music to a MP3 Player or some other device

Media Guide – Place to read up on music, play music or video, radio stations, etc. 
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  lets you choose what you want to do; the drop down menu offers several choices, Music, Pictures, Video, Recorded TV or Other Media

When you choose Music you get another pointer offering Playlist or Library.
From the music in your Library you can click on an album, or the song you want. 
Playlist

If you have made a Playlist, you can click on the Playlist and you will see a selection of songs you have chosen for a playlist. You can have multiple Playlist, Which you can give different names such as the Genre or type of music it contains. 

Library

Includes subcategories:  Recently Added, Artist, Album, Songs, Genre, Year and Rating
Recently Added will bring up songs or Albums recently ripped to the Library.
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Artist list all Albums and Songs Alphabetically
Songs list Individual Songs Alphabetically

Genre is the Type of Music listed alphabetically, ie: Blue Grass, Blues, Cajun etc.

Year indicates the Year the Music was recorded

Ratings are created by you; you can assign a rating to each song or Album when you add it to your Music List. You could have a playlist of all 5 star or 2 star songs, if you want all 5 star songs to be selected you would click on 5 stars and that is what you get. The star ratings can apply to Playlist or all of the categories above.
