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Snap Feature
Microsoft has given PC users a way to quickly and easily resize and position open windows. Drag a window to the left or right hand side of your screen and it will expand to fill half the screen, making this feature ideal for those times when you want to compare data between two applications. 

To maximize a window full screen, just drag it to the top of your Desktop. 

Aero Shake, 

Aero Shake allows user to quickly and instantly minimize all other non-active windows that sit in the background by just shaking the application window. 

To bring back the desktop to previous state with windows open back, shake the sole window again.


Quick Launch Bar
Windows 7 has done away with Quick Launch Bar on the Taskbar (Superbar). With the removal of Quick Launch Bar, also missing is Show Desktop shortcut icon, which previously resided in Quick Launch Bar. 

Show Desktop allows user to quickly and instantly view the desktop by minimizing all opened windows.

In order to quickly show desktop in Windows 7, just click on the Show Desktop bar at the far right end of the Windows Taskbar (which is next to clock).


Aero Peek
 Windows 7 also has a feature called Aero Peek which allows user to quickly preview the desktop by making all other opened active and inactive windows transparent by just using mouse to hover over the far right end of Taskbar (Just to the right of the clock).

Find Files In Windows 7
When it comes to searching for any file on your PC, you only need to click the Start button and enter a word or two in Windows 7. Windows Search will generate a list of relevant results that are categorized by keywords, such as Programs, Music, and Control Panel, to make it easier to locate what you're looking for. 

Jump List

Windows 7 also introduces a feature called Jump Lists, which displays the most common actions you perform within a particular program. 

Example: When you right-click the Internet Explorer icon, you'll see your most frequently and recently visited Web sites, while Microsoft Word will display the documents you access regularly.
Calibrate Color

Calibrate Color option is buried deep in the Control Panel.

Click Start and type dccw in the search box

You can adjust gamma, brightness, contrast and color balance.
